To the Citizens of Dukes County,

FY’23 demonstrated a continued decrease in overall real estate activity impacted by the higher interest rates along with a lack of inventory. The Registry experienced a 28% decrease in overall revenue in comparison to the previous fiscal year.
In the following pages please find visual representations of Registry data including a 4-year comparison of revenues, deeds recorded, total documents recorded, and deeds excise, as well as a breakdown of the deeds excise allotment to the Registry, the County and the Commonwealth.
FY’23 also marked our first year of accepting Registered Land documents submitted electronically. With the integration between Simplifile, the Martha’s Vineyard Land Bank, and the Registry our electronic recordings reflect 64% of all Recorded Land documents and 7% of all Registered Land documents. 
This fiscal year we continued to make improvements to the office, including replacing the two public copiers and our phone system.  To improve cyber security, technology upgrades included stricter multi-factor authentication measures to our workstations. 
In order to maintain a permanent record of all land document recordings in the event of a disaster, our computer systems are backed up on a nightly and weekly basis.  The Registry also microfilms all documents and stores them off-site at a secure location where they can be retrieved in the event of a catastrophe.
Our research website address is www.masslandrecords.com and is free to the public. Currently, Recorded Land documents are available online from 1949 to 1969 and 1973 to the present day. All Registered Land documents, Plan Books and Case Files are also available online, as is a large inventory of miscellaneous documents. Additionally, you can find many recorded land documents available in PDF form dating back to the early 1900s in our Book Vault at www.dukescountydeeds.org.

The Registry of Deeds is located on the first floor of the Courthouse in Edgartown.  The hours of operation are 8:30AM to 4:30PM, Monday through Friday, except on legal holidays.
